Frank Warren Knowlton, theatrical press agent, died 1 August 1984, in the New York University
Medical Center after a long illness, at the age of 35. Frank was born in Boston, Massachusetts,
on 25 September 1948, the son of Frank Warren, Jr. and Helene (Sigourney) Knowlton.

Frank W. Knowlton worked in the offices of a number of legit press agents, including Michael -
Alpert, John Springer, Jeffrey Richards, Merle Debuskey, and Solters/Roskin/Friedman, handling
publicity for such shows as "42nd Street," "Equus," "Extremities," "Sherlock Holmes," "Bedroom
Farce," and "The Ritz." He also represented the New Federal Theatre, N.Y. Frank was a 1971
graduate of Harvard College, and served as president of the Hasty Pudding Theatricals in 1970.
.While at Harvard he played leading roles in various productions at the Loeb Drama Center.

Frank was a descendant of three passengers on the Mayflower. He is survived by his parents and
two sisters. ['know he will be greatly missed by his family and many friends. '
